RE: Assembly Bill 381 (Rubio) Teacher credentialing: services credential with a 
specialization in health: occupational and physical therapists – SUPPORT 

Dear Chairperson Wicks: 

The California Board of Occupational Therapy (Board) carefully reviewed and supports 
Assembly Bill (AB) 381, as amended on May 1, 2023, which would require the 
commission, until January 1, 2029, to issue a services credential with a specialization in 
health to an appropriately licensed occupational therapist or physical therapist who 
meets certain requirements and would authorize, but would not require, an occupational 
therapist or a physical therapist to apply for a services credential with a specialization in 
health, as provided. 

AB 381 is sponsored by the Occupational Therapy Association of California (OTAC) and 
the California Physical Therapy Association (CPTA). The organizations indicate that 
Occupational Therapists (OTs) and Physical Therapists (PTs) provide educational 
services to schools but are the only professionals mandated by Individuals with 
Disabilities Act who are not provided a credentialing opportunity. 

OTs and PTs complete a rigorous education and training program that leads to a 
master’s and/or a doctoral degree. Therapists use their education and training to 
provide existing services to students without a credential and there is no apparent 
educational need or benefit to students to warrant the additional requirement of earning 
a credential. The stated rationale from advocates is that earning this credential would 
grant OTs and PTs a greater voice on issues involving Occupational and Physical 
Therapy services and would open the door for therapists to possibly earn a higher 
salary.

Dear Assembly Member Berman: 

The California Board of Occupational Therapy (Board) carefully reviewed Assembly 
Bill 796, which would establish the Athletic Trainer Licensing Committee within the 
California Board of Occupational Therapy, to license athletic trainers, regulate the 
practice of athletic training, and exercise all disciplinary, administrative, and 
regulatory functions, as specified. The Board has a couple concerns with the 
language as written. 

As proposed, Business and Professions Code (BPC) section 2697.1(b), specifies 
“athletic training … includes services appropriate for … injuries and illnesses 
sustained by an athlete” and BPC Section 2697.1(c) details what is included in the 
practice of athletic training. 

The Board will support AB 796 if amendments to the bill include: 

(1) Expanding the definition of athlete set forth in BPC section 2697.1 
to recognize that athletic trainers may treat or care for those in the 
military and performing arts. Treatment of soldiers and performing 
artists’ physical strength, flexibility, range of motion, etc. to 
decrease or minimize risk of injury, is necessary for their continued 
participation and optimal performance; 

(2) Expanding the definition of athlete set forth in BPC section 2697.1 
to recognize that athletic trainers are used in corporations to 
promote and maintain the well-being of employees. Athletic trainers 
may recommend injury prevention and management plans; and 

(3) Providing more specificity in the definition of ‘athletic training’ as set 
forth in section 2697.1(c).

The Board requests clarity on ’athletic training’ as defined in BPC section 26971(c). 
Specifically, an athletic trainer’s ability to prevent, recognize, assess, manage, and 
treat illnesses, and to identify disabilities and provide appropriate care. 

Separate from the Board’s position on the bill, with the Athletic Training Licensing 
Committee proposed to be within the Board, the Board respectfully requests 
consideration of including a licensed occupational therapist as one of the 
Committee’s public members, as specified in BPC section 2697.4(b)(2).

Dear Assemblymember Weber: 

During their meeting on May 18, 2023, the Medical Board of California (Board) adopted a 
position of Oppose, Unless Amended on AB 796, which would establish the Athletic Training 
Practice Act and place the Athletic Trainer Registration Committee (ATRC) within the Board. 

The Board is concerned that placing the ATRC within the jurisdiction of the Board will lead to 
additional, unknown, and potentially significant new workload as interested parties will expect 
the Board to provide oversight and leadership in the regulation of athletic trainers (AT). Given 
its existing programmatic requirements, strategic goals, and well-documented financial 
challenges, the Board is not equipped to take on such a task and desires to focus on its 
current mission, which primarily involves the regulation of allopathic medical doctors. 

For this key reason, the Board adopted its position of Oppose, Unless Amended, and 
requests that AB 796 be amended to place the ATRC within another licensing board or create 
a standalone entity to regulate athletic trainers. 

The Board, however, believes that it is a worthy goal to establish an appropriate regulatory 
framework outside of the Board surrounding the practice of athletic training. As noted in the 
staff analysis, the Board identified various consumer protection concerns with the current bill 
language: 

• The law states that the Board’s highest priority is consumer protection, but similar 
language is not provided in the bill for the ATRC. 

• There is no authority for the ATRC to obtain fingerprints or perform a criminal 
background check (such authority was in a prior version but was amended out). 

• There is no provision to deny a registration to someone who is a registered sex 
offender or to someone who has committed sexual misconduct with a patient/client. 

• No online verification option is provided for consumers to verify the registration of an 
AT.

• No limits are provided for the number of ATs that a physician may supervise at one 
time (note that BPC section 3516 generally prohibits a physician from supervising 
more than four physician assistants (PA) at one time). 

• The ATRC relies upon private, non-profit organizations to investigate and revoke 
certification of an AT, subject to the judgment of that certifying body. 

• Someone who is denied a registration or has a registration revoked can simply reapply 
under proposed section BPC section 2529.8.10 and 2529.8.8. There is no waiting 
period nor a requirement for them to demonstrate to the committee that they are safe 
to practice. 

Furthermore, opponents of AB 796 have raised significant concerns with the scope of 
practice, as currently drafted in the bill. The Board encourages you to consider making this a 
two-year bill to work through the various consumer protection concerns raised by the Board 
and other stakeholders. 

Finally, I wish to express our appreciation for the opportunity to hear directly from your staff 
and sponsors who participated in our meeting and for your desire to find another home for the 
ATRC and to address certain concerns raised with the bill.
